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Mean scores were computed for each respondent on all three outcomes (1 – 3) by summing values assigned to each response (e.g., ∑ 1a – 1d) and dividing by the numbers of items (either 4 or 5). Tables 6a – c present the mean values on each outcome for the 2008 reporting year, for both the entire sample and the disaggregated groups of interest (region and race/ethnicity).
