Functional Based Outcomes
Positive Social Emotional Skills

· So as to encourage Joseph to have positive interactions with adults and children he will be provided with lots of opportunities to:

· Sit with an adult and play nursery games. (Pat-a-cake, etc.)

· Look at himself in a mirror and then have adult look with him, and point out facial features
· Sit with adults and read books.

· Be encouraged to pat at pictures and eventually point at pictures and details
· Provide opportunities where he has play dates or participates in developmental music, sensory/motor groups, Participates in children Church activities where he is able to watch other children who are models, and is encouraged to participate with lots of support at first, and gradually encouraged  to become more independent

Acquiring and Using Knowledge and Skills.

· Joseph will have opportunities during his day to practice problem solving.

· He will be encouraged to use words sounds and word approximations to make his needs known.
· He will have opportunities to use some signs, and other communication devices such as, picture exchange, choice making, pointing etc.

· While playing Joseph will be able to activate toys, play with form boards, lid sorters, shape sorters, ring stackers, cubes…as well as with different media so as to help him with tactile defensiveness,  During these games he will have opportunities work on object permanence, object use and purpose.
· These strategies will be integrated in all aspects of his day such as play, hygiene, dress and undress, and mealtimes.

Taking appropriate Action to meet Needs
· So as to increase Joseph’s independence he will have opportunities during his day where he will be encouraged to assist with his care, he will actively participate in dressing and undressing, washing his hands and using a towel, using a tooth brush and hairbrush.

· During mealtimes Joseph will have opportunities to use a spoon and fork; he will practice drinking from a cup.
· He will practice rolling, cutting and poking play-dough so as to prepare him in using a knife and eventually scissors.

· Joseph will have opportunities to play outdoors where he can walk on different surfaces and practice balance, going up and down steps ball rolling etc.

· While playing on playground equipment he will continue to practice balance and motor skills as well as awareness of surroundings and safety.

· While playing parallel or reciprocal games he will have opportunities to practice drawing, stringing beads, play with form-boards, and other small items that will promote pincer grasp and proper manipulation of objects.
