She is Director of Community Leadership and Advocacy, for the Center for Learning and Leadership, University Center for Excellence on Developmental Disabilities, OUHSC College of Medicine. She provides consultation, technical assistance and training to families, professionals, and agencies on family-supportive, self-determining practices and serves on state, regional and national committees. She is Core Faculty for the Oklahoma LEND, Maternal Child Health Interdisciplinary Leadership initiative, OU Department of Pediatrics and Chairs the Family Supportive Health Care Network. She manages the MCH Title V program Family Partners Project for the Child Study Center, OUHSC, in which families serve as interdisciplinary team members in developmental clinics which assess autism and developmental disabilities. She coordinates the training and involvement of family members and self advocates as faculty in course work. Jan is the primary author of the Child and Personal Preference Indicators, a communication tool for sharing the expertise of families on their children.
She is a frequent presenter at local, state, national and international conferences, over 83 in the last 5yrs. She was selected by the National Respite Network to testify before the US Senate Finance Committee on the issues of Families in caregiver roles in 2004 and in 2005 she received the AUCD Advocate Award for her work promoting the inclusion of families and self-advocates in leadership roles.
